1. GMCT Council

The Council of Greater Manchester Churches Together normally meets three times a year, during the day. Its membership
 includes:

· Eighteen Presidents (listed in #2 below).

· The Honorary Treasurer

· Nine Denominational Ecumenical Officers (two Anglican, two Methodist, two Roman Catholic, a Baptist and two URCs
)

· Sixteen Denominational Representatives (cf list of Member Churches, #3 below)

· Presumably three Representatives of Bodies in Association (cf #4 below)
· Six members elected by the Assembly

· The Convenor of the Enabling Committee

· The Convenor of the Sponsoring Committee
· The Ecumenical Development Officer (EDO), the Further Education (FE) Officer, and the Administrative Assistant attend meetings in a non-voting capacity.

The constitution states that two of these members are appointed for an unspecified time as Convenor and Deputy Convenor. The EDO reports that GMCT now ignores the language of Convenor.

The quorum is three members.
