proclaiming the Good News of the Gospel;

continuing to deepen and develop our common life in Christ and our outreach and mission to the world;

o
engaging together with the issues and concerns of the 21st century in order to promote all that makes for justice and peace and builds up the common good.

We therefore undertake to:

meet together regularly to further the aims of this Covenant;

o
foster an increase in Co-operation, Commitment and Companionship between Christians of all traditions in their own local situation;

o
work together in all matters of strategic planning and pastoral provision. 

We pray Christ’s prayer for unity that we may be one, even as Jesus and the Father are one to the glory of the one God, Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
We invite all Christians in Shropshire to support and encourage us in the keeping of this Covenant, which shall be a sign of our commitment to one another under God our Creator, Redeemer and Sustainer.  Amen
