CHURCHES TOGETHER IN NOTTINGHAMSHIRE CONSTITUTION 2025

as approved at a meeting of the Churches Together in Nottinghamshire Support Group
on 24th November 2025


1. NAME - Churches Together in Nottinghamshire (CTN)

2. ASSOCIATION - CTN shall be associated with Churches Together In England.

3. PURPOSE

a. To provide a forum through which Christians in Nottinghamshire can discuss together matters of Christian concern and speak with a united voice when the occasion demands.

b. To encourage and assist the Churches in Nottinghamshire to do all things together except those which conscience obliges them  to do separately.

4. MEMBERSHIP- Subject to the approval of the Enabling Group, denominations confessing God as Father, the Lord Jesus as God and Saviour according to the Scriptures, and in the power of the Holy Spirit committing themselves to proclaim the Gospel, can be members of CTN.

5. ASSOCIATE MEMBERSHIP - This is open to all other religious Societies and Organisations at the discretion of the Enabling Group of CTN.

6. OFFICERS OF CTN

a. The joint Presidents of CTN are those appointed as regional church leaders by their respective denominations.

b. A Chair and Vice-Chair appointed as below

c. A Secretary and Treasurer .

7. THE ENABLING GROUP - This consists of the Officers of CTN ,the County Contact Person of Churches Together in England and the Denominational Ecumenical Officers of the Member Denominations,  The Enabling Group will ordinarily meet a minimum of two times a year. Additionally, it will meet annually with the Joint Presidents of CTN for a review of ecumenical activity across the county and for the support of the county’s LEPs. The Enabling Group will provide general oversight of CTN activities and will manage its general and financial affairs accordingly.

8. APPOINTMENT OF OFFICERS. - At its first meeting each year the Enabling Group will review which denominations etc are to be invited to consider becoming Members or Associate Members of CTN.  It will also receive and approve accounts - see 10 below and appoint officers. The Enabling Group will also agree the amount of the annual financial contribution to be made by each of the member bodies.

9. EMERGENCY DECISIONS - When decisions are urgently needed between meetings of the Enabling Group, the Chair shall act having endeavoured to consult the Joint Presidents and the Secretary, and any such emergency decisions shall be reported to the next meeting of the Enabling Group.

10. FINANCE - The Treasurer of CTN shall prepare examined accounts in advance of the first meeting each year of the Enabling Group.



11. AMENDMENT - The Enabling Group can amend the Constitution by majority vote, provided that the proposed amendment is circulated to the members prior to the Enabling Group meeting, and the approval includes that of the majority of the Joint Presidents.

12. LIFETIME - This Constitution is to be reviewed in six years' time.
